Grassland Reserve Program Application Evaluation Period Announced

__Local Office__, NM - USDA is taking applications for the Grasslands Reserve Program (GRP), part of the 2002 Farm Bill.  Applications received on or before July 16, 2004 will be considered for funding from fiscal year 2004 program funds.  The GRP provides funding for grazing operations, plant and animal biodiversity, and grassland (grassland, land that contains forbs, and shrubland) under the greatest threat of conversion.  


Large expanses of grassland are annually threatened by conversion to other land uses such as cropland and urban development.  Nationally, approximately 23 million of grassland and shrubland were converted to cropland between 1982 and 1997, and about six million acres were converted to urban and other uses.


Grasslands and shrublands impact water quantity and quality, and when properly managed, can result in cleaner water supplies, healthy riparian areas, reduced potential for flooding, and control sediment loadings in streams and other water bodies.  These lands are vital for the production of forage for domestic livestock, and provide forage and habitat for maintaining healthy wildlife populations.  These lands also improve the aesthetic character of the landscape, provide scenic vistas and open space, provide recreational opportunities, and protect the soil from water and wind erosion.


The purpose of the GRP is to assist landowners with restoring and conserving grassland, rangeland, pastureland, and certain other lands.

Land selected for the program must be threatened by conversion from grass to cropland, threatened by conversion from grass to non-agriculture use, have a location significance, be part of an existing grazing operation, or serve as habitat that promotes and enhances plant and animal biodiversity.  GRP contracts and easements that will be put in place prohibit the production of crops (other than hay), fruit trees, vineyards, or any other agricultural commodity that requires breaking the soil surface, and any other activity that would disturb the surface of the land except for appropriate land management activities.

The GRP offers applicants multiple enrollment options.  Landowners may submit applications for permanent easements or 30-year easements.  Landowners and managers may submit applications for 10-year, 15-year, 30-year, or 30-year rental agreements.

New Mexico NRCS has $1.45 million in financial assistance available to farmers and ranchers under the program that may be applied for by July 16, 2004.

Applications for participation from private landowners will be accepted at local USDA Service Centers.
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
