Definition:

A waste treatment impoundment made by constructing an embankment and/or excavating a pit or dugout.

Purpose:

To biologically treat waste, such as manure and wastewater, and thereby reduce pollution potential by serving as a treatment component of a waste management system.

Requirements:

· CONSTRUCTION SHALL NOT COMMENCE UNTIL THE DESIGN IS APPROVED BY THE APPROPRIATE NRCS REPRESENTATIVE.

· It shall be the responsibility of the owner / leasee to obtain all necessary permits and/or rights, and to comply with all ordinances and laws pertaining to this installation.

· On Federal, State, or Tribal lands, the landowner / leasee must have archaeological clearance and approval / permit from the responsible permitting agency prior to any construction.  If during installation, any cultural resources, historical resources, or threatened / endangered species are found, the landowner / leasee must cease operations and obtain archaeological clearance and approval / permit from the responsible permitting agency prior to continuing construction.

· NRCS assumes no responsibility for interference with private or public utilities or facilities.

· Supporting data for this practice are to include a record of planning, design, installation, checking, and maintenance necessary to ensure an effective practice.  Location identification is required.

· Installation shall be in accordance with the drawings, specifications, and special requirements.

· In designing a waste treatment lagoon, refer to Conservation Practice Standards, 521, and 313.  The National Engineering Handbook, Part 651, Agricultural Waste Management Field Handbook shall be used, as needed.  Refer to NM-ENG-127, 121, and 242 as needed.
