	Definition:


A channel constructed across the slope generally with a supporting ridge on the lower side, which also could include road bars, kickers, and gully plugs.  This practice also includes a low barrier of posts and wire across shallow depressions and other areas where surface water concentrates generally on rangeland.

Purpose:

Control runoff water as mentioned in Conservation Practice Standard 362, 362A, and 362B.

	Requirements:


· CONSTRUCTION SHALL NOT COMMENCE UNTIL THE DESIGN IS APPROVED BY THE APPROPRIATE NRCS REPRESENTATIVE.

· It shall be the responsibility of the owner / leasee to obtain all necessary permits and/or rights, and to comply with all ordinances and laws pertaining to this installation.

· On Federal, State, or Tribal lands, or when Federal funding is involved on private land, the landowner / lessee must have archaeological clearance and approval / permit from the responsible permitting agency prior to any construction.  If during installation, any cultural resources, historical resources, or threatened / endangered species are found, the landowner / lessee must cease operations and obtain archaeological clearance and approval / permit from the responsible permitting agency prior to continuing construction.

· NRCS assumes no responsibility for interference with private or public utilities or facilities.

· Supporting data for this practice are to include a record of planning, design, installation, checking, and maintenance necessary to ensure an effective practice.  Location identification is required.

· Installation shall be in accordance with the drawings, specifications, and special requirements.

· The following additional data is required: Measurements of the completed structure to include profile of the channel and ridge, cross sections, and length.  Outlet conditions, adequacy of vegetation, and elevations of the structure relative to established benchmarks shall also be documented.  NM-ENG-121, 239 and 240 may be used to assist in system design.
