A water impoundment made by construction a dam or an embankment or by excavating a pit or dugout.  Please refer to NRCS Conservation Practice Standard 378.

Purpose:

To provide water for livestock, fish and wildlife, recreation, fire control, crop and orchard spraying, and other related uses, and to maintain or improve water quality.

Requirements:

· CONSTRUCTION SHALL NOT COMMENCE UNTIL THE DESIGN IS APPROVED BY THE APPROPRIATE NRCS REPRESENTATIVE.

· It shall be the responsibility of the owner / leasee to obtain all necessary permits and/or rights, and to comply with all ordinances and laws pertaining to this installation.

· On Federal, State, or Tribal lands, the landowner / leasee must have archaeological clearance and approval / permit from the responsible permitting agency prior to any construction.  If during installation, any cultural resources, historical resources, or threatened / endangered species are found, the landowner / leasee must cease operations and obtain archaeological clearance and approval / permit from the responsible permitting agency prior to continuing construction.

· NRCS assumes no responsibility for interference with private or public utilities or facilities.

· Supporting data for this practice are to include a record of planning, design, installation, checking, and maintenance necessary to ensure an effective practice.  Location identification is required.

· Installation shall be in accordance with the drawings, specifications, and special requirements.

· The following additional data is required: Hazard classification including rationale, profile and cross section of dam and earth spillway, size and elevations of pipe inlet and invert, pipe appurtenances, depth and area of pool, yardage computations if needed, quantities of materials, clearing, adequacy of vegetation, sealing, fencing, and fish management if appropriate.  NM-ENG-121, 127, 143, 184, and 242 can be used to assist in system design.
