Plant Species and Rates:
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 Pure Live Seed (PLS) = Purity times germination times total of bulk seed (Example, 50% purity X 50% germination X 100 lbs. Bulk seed = 25 lbs. PLS).

Management Guide:

1. Seedbeds must be free of weed competition:  (cultivation or chemical treatment to be used)

     

     

     

2. Soil should be reasonably firm at time of planting.

3. Prepared seedbed with effective cover is necessary to protect seedlings from excessive wind, evaporation and heat.  Acceptable stubble covers are formed by sorghum, cane, sudan or broomcorn when cut high enough and of sufficient density.

4. Seedings should be made with a suitable drill capable of planting the kind of seed used.  It should be capable of planting seed at a depth range between ½ and 1 inch for most range grasses.  Packing by drags or press-wheels is necessary.

5. Newly seeded areas will need to be protected from all grazing by domestic livestock from date of seeding, continuously until grass is established to permit grazing under grazing system.

6. If rodents or insects become so numerous that they cause excessive damage to seeded grass, local pest control officers should be contacted.

7. Seed should not be moved from its geographic origin to its planting location more than 300 miles north, 200 miles east, west or south.

Operations and Maintenance:  Identify any required items needed to assist in stand establishment such as mowing, burning, flash grazing and herbicides to control weeds.  Address insect and disease control needs where they are likely to create establishment problems.  See Conservation Practice Job Sheet - 595a – Pest Management.

Any necessary replanting due to drought, insects or other uncontrollable event, which prevents adequate stand establishment, should be addressed as soon as possible.  Recommendations may vary from complete re-establishment to over seeding or spot replanting.  Thin stands may only need additional grazing deferment during the growing season.
