Action: We are asking the DCs to revise the FO crop lists, and the average planting and harvest date that resides in the Irrigation Guide on the NM FOTG Section 1 website.  We plan to keep the data grouped by FOs as it is now.  Please use the attached form to record the crop information requested in the form (either by hand or as an email attachment), and send it to Michael.Sporcic@nm.usda.gov, or fax it to Mike Sporcic at 505-761-4462.  Be sure to add new crops to the list and give dates that reflect current planting and harvest time.  For pasture and hay crops use the last or latest harvest date.
We plan to change the hand written data in the guide to new values run using your crops on the new dates.  We will use the Blainey-Critile Method in the WCC’s Irrigation Water Requirements (IWR) computer program to set the new values.
