Purpose.   Initial guidance/instructions for implementing EQIP including Local Work
                  Group meetings.
Expiration Date.  September 30, 2005
Local Work Group (LWG) meetings are to be held to provide recommendations to the Designated Conservationist in developing proposals for implementation of EQIP in FY 2005.  Local proposals are due to the State Conservationist by November 19, 2004.
Final guidance from the state level is in the process of being developed but will not be available until the week of October 18th.  During that week, training will be provided to Field Office staffs on the revised EQIP manual, EQIP migration process, and the FY2005 program.  LWG meetings should be scheduled after completion of the training and prior to the due date for submission of the local proposals.

Designated Conservationists should encourage SWCD’s to coordinate LWG meeting dates with neighboring LWG’s to facilitate the attendance of various agency representatives who may need to travel from Albuquerque or other areas.  Members of the State Technical Committee have requested information about the dates, times, and location of LWG meetings.  As soon as this information is available, Designated Conservationists should e-mail Mike Neubeiser with the details.  The information will then be posted on the web.
