The conservation systems were economically prohibitive to apply and maintain, as approved by the FSA County Committee and State Committee.

AG
Actively applying a conservation system with an exemption based on a good faith determination or FSA has granted a Good faith determination for a converted wetland.
The FSA County Committee granted an exemption from the HELC violation by finding that the USDA participant did not deliberately violate the provisions.
