Purpose.  To advise all employees using FIRS of a new version 1.4.

Expiration Date.  September 30, 2003

The Farm Irrigation Rating System version 1.3 was issued in June of 2001.  The Excel program is designed to estimate irrigation system efficiency as an index.  It has been used to rank EQIP applications.  

There has been a need to further refine the factors used in the calculations.  Dave Fischer and Mike Sporcic have worked with interested field offices and added the needed changes to the spreadsheet.  Included with this bulletin is a copy of the new 1.4 version of FIRS.

Action Item:  If you have used version 1.3 to rank the current EQIP applications, continue to use it.  If you have not used 1.3 or have not ranked any of the applications, switch to the new version 1.4.  Just be sure to use the same version for all your applications.
