Purpose.
To provide instructions and guidance for Status Reviews and Modifications

Expiration Date.
February 28, 2003

All Contracts in the various programs will be required to have Status Reviews completed and turned in to the State Office Technical Service section by January 1, 2003.  This includes those programs of Interim EQIP, SWCA, WHIP, and remaining GPCP.

For these Status Reviews, check contract and schedule compliance, as well as complete documentation of installed practices and those needing designs or other assistance in the future.  State in the proper block that the land is still under the control of the participant.  The form NRCS-LTP-13, Status Review, is an attachment to this Bulletin.  It can be printed out and filled out or completed using word on the computer. 

Note, if Modifications to the contract are needed, we do not have any Dollars for Modifications in any of the programs.  Should Modifications need more funding, we will have to request it from National Headquarters.  However, SWCA does not have any Dollars for Modifications.

Please notify Cliff Sánchez, in the State Office at phone 761-4403, of all remaining active GPCP Contracts (participant name and contract number) you have in each Field Office.  Optimally as a Contract is closed out with the final payment (on form AD-1161, Application for Payment); a final Status Review is conducted and clearly states that this is a Close-Out-Review and that no further practices are required by Contract.  A letter to this effect also thanking the participant for improving their natural resources and participating in the program greatly adds to the relationship.  Copies of all this is needed in the SO!
Starting October 1, 2002, use only the new forms such as AD-1153 through AD-1161.  Discard all old forms that correlate to the new forms, such as LTP-001, LTP-002, FNM-141, etc.  All these were previously emailed to all district conservationists.  If you need any forms sent to you or have any questions or need additional information notify Cliff Sánchez.
