SUBJECT: LTP - CIN Calculator to be Used All Cost-share Payments
EFFECTIVE IMMEDIATELY

TO:  All Offices

Purpose.  To advise all offices of the use of the CIN Calculator for all cost-share programs.

Expiration Date.  September 30, 2002

The CIN calculator demonstrated at the 2003 Farm Bill workshops is being released for general use.  Attached is the CIN calculator and will be available on our website in the FOTG Section I - Social Resource Information.

All payment calculations made must use the calculator. This will assure consistency in payment calculation throughout the state and provide field offices a uniform format for payment calculation record keeping. 

The Calculator is relatively unchanged from the version demonstrated at the Farm Bill Workshops, although comments received from workshop attendees and from "beta" testers have been incorporated to the extent feasible.  Thank you for all the comments that were submited on earlier versions.  The only substantive changes are: 

1) Component costs must now be entered manually (i.e. the spreadsheet no longer looks them); 

2) The calculator now accounts for different cost types (AC vs AM) in calculations (to accommodate old contracts)

Please use the "E-mail FINAL Report to NMSO" button only when a CIN is complete and final payment has been calculated.  Data collected via this process will be used to support future requests for cost list revisions, and thus it is very important.  Otherwise, the form itself is fairly straight forward, and should be easily used.  Some clarification is provided in notes and built-in documentation.
