Request all original copies of the AD1154 with new Special Provisions, the Conservation Plan, Plan, Map, and Contract Support Document due to State Office by June 13, 2003.

Expiration Date.  September 30, 2003

See Attachment for Special Provisions for Form AD-1154.  Be sure to obtain the information and signatures needed on the last page.  It is important that you notify us immediately if any of the cooperators of approved projects wish to use a TSP to provide their technical assistance.  If so, the State Office will have to set up the funds for the TSP and sign a different set of Special Provisions.

Attached is a list of applications approved for funding for contract development for WHIP in FY 2003.  Our initial allocation is $200,000.  We received 68 applications that met the minimum scoring requirements.  These are all worthwhile projects.  The remaining unfunded applications will remain on file only this Fiscal Year should future funding opportunities occur.

The Designated Conservationist in these offices will need to send out the appropriate official letters to their respective applicants.  These letters were previously emailed to all offices participating.  Please edit them as needed, sign, and mail them out ASAP.  Be sure to keep a signed copy in your files, and send a copy to the State Office.

Designated Conservationists need to begin developing the Wildlife Habitat Development Plan (WHDP) and contracts for those applicants approved for funding.  The requirements and format for the WHDP are explained in the Manual.

We will need all original AD-1153, AD-1154 with Special Provisions, and Contract documents with original signatures sent to the State Office to Ken Leiting or Cliff Sánchez.  Technical and planning questions should be referred to Dave Seery at (505)761-4486.
