SUBJECT: LTP - Program Forms - CCC-1200 and Appendix
TO:  All Employees

Purpose.  To advise all employees of the revised CCC1200 Form.

Expiration Date.  September 30, 2003

Attached are the CCC-1200, Appendix and additional signature pages for verifying Limited Resource Farmer and Beginning Farmer.  These are to be used for FY 2003 EQIP contracts.  There should be no further updates.  These are developed as fillable forms.  These forms can also be downloaded from our web site at http://www.nm.nrcs.usda.gov/intranet/eqip-supplements.html



The FSA will be providing these forms in their System 36 to commit funds.  For contract purposes, NRCS will complete the CCC-1200, including the portion that is 9a.  Performance/Payment Scheduled For Contract.  List only the CIN and Practice with the total cost for the CIN.  Do not list the individual components for the CIN on the CCC-1200.   Field Offices will need to complete and maintain a copy of the support document, developed in Toolkit, in the case file that lists the practices and the components. 
If an applicant has a valid CCC-1200 already signed for this year he/she does not need to sign in the space above block 7a on the new form.  The applicant(s) will need to sign and date the new 1200 in block 10.  The new CCC-1200 will need to be signed and dated by all parties to the EQIP contract.  Please be sure the participant(s) ID number (Social Security Number in most cases) is provided.  The original 1200 form should be attached to the new 1200 form.  It is important to keep the original 1200 because it documents the date the applicant(s) initially applied for assistance.  Only the applicants are required to sign and date the CCC-1200 appendix.  NRCS also needs to complete block 9b. Agreement Period on the new 1200.  In the section for obligations (below block 9b) the D.C. needs to enter Total Obligations (FA) for each year and the Total Contract Obligations. Presently, we cannot enter anything other than a zero on the line for Total TSP (TA). 

Once the new 1200 is signed by the Team Leader, the funds are committed.  A copy of the new 1200, when fully signed by all parties, needs to be provided to FSA for entry into their data system.  This needs to be accomplished by COB September 30, 2003.  So be sure to provide to your FSA office in sufficient time for them to complete their data entry.
