SUBJECT:  LTP – EQIP proCessing contract modifications

TO:  All Field Office and Field Team Leaders

Purpose:  To advise Field Offices and Field Team Leaders of changes in responsibilities in reviewing, processing and approving requests for EQIP modification, terminations and other items.

Expiration Date.  September 30, 2003

Effective Immediately

Field Team Leaders are authorized to process and approve all EQIP modifications, terminations, waivers of the $10,000 maximum payment and other actions, effective immediately.  Field Team Leaders will ensure that appeal rights are provided to producers as appropriate.  Supporting documentation for all determinations made will be developed by the Field Team Leader and maintained in the official contract folder held by the Field Office. Field Team Leaders are to maintain a copy until the contract has expired. 

Field Office staff will immediately begin sending all requests for EQIP modifications, terminations, waivers of the $10,000 maximum payment and other actions to their Field Team Leader.  Current pending modifications are being forwarded to Field Team Leaders for appropriate action.

Field Team Leaders will obtain approval from the State Conservationist for the following actions:

1. Any request that requires an addition of funds to the contract.

2. Terminations of contracts or modifications, that would result in requiring repayment of funds earned or waiving repayment of funds earned.

3. Any early termination of contracts before the required length of the contract.  (Terminations before 5 years for 1997-2002 EQIP contracts.)

Field Team Leaders are to prepare a recommendation with supporting information for all requests for approval by the State Conservationist.  The requests are to be sent to John Gleim, ASTC-Programs.
