Purpose.  RC&D Progress Reporting for FY 2003
Expiration Date.  October 15, 2003

RC&D Coordinators are responsible for reporting information on projects that have measurable accomplishments during the fiscal year.  Reporting is to be done using the RC&D Information and Management System (RC&D database) available through the internet at http://rcd.sc.egov.usda.gov.
Data must include information on all planned, on-going, and completed projects as of September 30, 2003.  Some data for fiscal year 2003 should already have been entered into the system.  RC&D Coordinators are to review the information and ensure that all information needed in the system for the fiscal year has been entered.  Particular attention should be paid to information regarding funding or services provided by other USDA agencies.

Database information is utilized to develop report for and respond to requests from Congress and the White House.  These reports provide the basis for explaining results of investment of the RC&D appropriations and justify expenditure by NRCS.  This data goes directly into the budget table and explanatory information provided to Congress and is used to support the budget request for the program.  The RC&D Division is required to report this information to the NHQ Budget Office by late October.
