Farm Bill Employees.
TO:  All District Conservationists and Area Conservationists
Purpose.  To advise all District Conservationists and Area Conservationists of use of government owned/leased vehicles by Farm Bill Employees.
Expiration Date.  September 30, 2004.
Requirements for Farm Bill Employees to operate a Government owned or leased vehicle.

Farm Bill Employees can be authorized to use a government owned/leased vehicle, if they are approved as a Volunteer with NRCS.  District Conservationists, with Farm Bill Employees who will be using a government owned/leased vehicle, need to ensure the employees are approved as Volunteers with NRCS.
Volunteers may be authorized by their supervisors to operate Government-owned or leased vehicles on official business, providing the following requirements are met:
(1) The volunteer has written authorization;

(2) The volunteer has a valid driver's license;

(3) The volunteer has no indications of health problems which would impair his/her ability to drive;

(4) There is no evidence that the volunteer has a driving record which indicates he/she is an unsafe driver; and

(5) When operating a Government-owned or leased vehicle, the volunteer has in his/her possession, at all times, a document identifying them as a volunteer.  An Earth Team Volunteer ID card or USDA Government ID may be used for this purpose.  The USDA Government ID must be clearly marked "volunteer," indicating that the holder is not an "Official Government Employee."
