Purpose.  To advise all employees of with progress reporting responsibilities to view net conference.

A national netconference on the new progress Reporting System called ”Performance Results System” (PRS) was held on December 10 and 11, 2003.  The session on December 11, 2003 was recorded and will be available for replay on Monday December 15, 2003.  
NRCS staff with responsibilities for progress reporting and all District Staff hired to provide Farm bill support to NRCS should view and listen to the net conference.  The conference will be available for replay for approx.  60 days, however, the sooner the instruction is taken the sooner progress can be reported.

It is strongly recommended that you use the training site for PRS entries first before actually using the production PRS site.  At the present time a clear method for PRS data deletion is not in place.

At the teleconference it was stated that all FY 2004 progress will be placed into PRS.  The deadline for entering all 1st and 2nd quarter progress has been set for the end of the second quarter (approx.  March 31, 2004).
