SUBJECT:  CPA – Conservation planning
TO:  All Employees

Purpose.  To advise all staff on use of approved GIS software for conservation planning.
Expiration Date.  September 30, 2004

Clarification has been requested on the use of GIS and GPS software and what should be loaded into the computer systems at the field office level.

The NRCS has made the decision at the national level that all conservation planning will be prepared in Customer Service Toolkit (CST).  Customer Service Toolkit uses ARCView as the GIS tool.  MapTech does not function with CST.

New Mexico will no longer provide MapTech to Field Offices as the GIS tool.  It is important to use ARCView so that all information developed will be accessible through CST.  Any exceptions must be made on a case by case basis to the State Resource Conservationist, through supervisory channels.

Use of MapSource and other CCE approved software that are used with GPS units can provided to field offices for use with the current GPS units.
