Purpose.  To provide information on the NRCS inventory of dams.
Expiration Date.   September 30, 2004
NRCS has agreed with the U.S. Department of Agriculture, Office of Inspector General to update the Natural Resources Conservation Service Inventory of Dams (NRCSID) to add new dams, incorporate new data, and improve overall accuracy.  The State Conservation Engineer has been charged to maintain these records for New Mexico and National Bulletin 210-4-3 requires the data in the NRCSID be updated in the near future.  A review of the available data has revealed that not all the inventory dams have been inspected in accordance with the Operation and Maintenance Plans/Agreements within the past year. · Identification of Dam

· Was an O&M Inspection Conducted in the Last Year? (Y or N)

· If O&M was needed, has it been completed? (Y or N)

Our records can be accessed on the share drive of the state office server.  To do this, please do the following:

1. Right click of the icon named: My Computer

2. Left click on: Map Network Drive

3. An available drive will be lettered.

4. Type the following in the blank for folder:  \\nmalbuquerc001\shared
5. The state office shared folders are now available for use.

6. Select the folder named: Dam Safety

7. Select the folder named: Dam Profile Reports

8. Review the files using Microsoft Word

9. When finished, right click on: My Computer

10. Left click on: Disconnect Network Drive

11. Select the drive associated with \\nmalbuquerc001\shared
