SUBJECT: ENG – POLLUTION ABATEMENT AND ENGINEERING ASSISTANCE POLICY

Purpose: To amend Engineering policy for pollution abatement with enclosed Amendment 40 and to provide procedures for requesting engineering assistance by issuing a new Form NM-ENG-252.

Effective Date: Upon Receipt.

Expiration Date: September 30, 2005

Filing: File with other Engineering Bulletins

General: It is important to have an organized and standard process in order to efficiently provide pollution abatement assistance to producers in New Mexico as presented in the attached policy.  The attached form, NM-ENG-252, “Request for Engineering Services” is to be used by the Field Office when requesting engineering assistance from the Area Office and/or State Office.

Specifics: 

1. Remove NM521-1 (1), dated March 1990, from the National Engineering Manual, and replace with the enclosed NM521-1 (1) and (2) dated September 2004.

2. Remove and discard page NM510-5(9), EXHIBIT F, Form NM-ENG-252 entitled “Community Ditch Project Proposal” dated December 2003 in the National Engineering Manual.

3. Attached is a copy of the new Form NM-ENG-252 entitled “Request for Engineering Services,” Version 9/1/2004.  The new form is to be used when requesting engineering services from the Field and/or Area Offices to the State Office.  Form NM-ENG-252 dated December 2003 is not to be used after receipt of this bulletin.  The new Form NM-ENG-252 has been prepared using Microsoft Excel.  It is encouraged that Excel be used to the maximum extent possible and to transmit the completed form electronically.  Signatures can be accomplished by entering “/s/ (name)” or by applying an electronic signature.  An actual hard copy signature is not required.  A sample completed form is attached.  Distribution of the electronic version of NM-ENG-252 will be started by the SCE sending the form to the Area Conservationists on or about September 7, 2004.  It is requested that the Area Conservationists continue the distribution by sending the form to the Area Engineers and District Conservationists.
