Purpose: To provide employees with software update information for WIN-PST.

Expiration.  October 1, 2004.

An updated WIN-PST Pesticide Database dated January 5, 2004 is now available.  Within a few days, it can be downloaded from the National Water and Climate Center (NWCC) Pest Management website at http://www.wcc.nrcs.usda.gov/pestmgt/winpst.html.  This updated national database contains 42 new pesticide active ingredients. 

To install the new data into your already installed WIN-PST:

1) Download the “WIN-PST PPD.zip” file from the WCC website above.  The target destination should be the subdirectory where these data are housed for use by the WIN-PST program.  The current default location is C:\USDA\WIN-PST\ppd.
2) Right click on the WIN-PST.zip file in Explorer and use “WinZip” to “Extract to here.”  Choose to overwrite all the existing versions of the files contained in the .zip archive.  
3) You can then use WIN-PST as normal.
