Each year, the Natural Resources Conservation Service (NRCS) makes a report to Congress on activities of The Grazing Lands Conservation Initiative (GLCI) in each state.  The New Mexico GLCI state report outline is attached.  Please submit the attached fiscal year 2003 GLCI progress report, through George Chavez your State GLCI Coordinator, by November 1, 2003.

NRCS identified four purposes for the expenditure of GLCI funds and supported by GLCI:

(1)
Staffing: the hiring of new grazing land specialists or the reassignment of qualified personnel to grazing land specialist positions;

(2) Training: group training of NRCS employees in grazing land ecology, management, and related technology;


(3)
Technical Assistance: Voluntary technical assistance provided to private (non-Federal grazing landowners and managers.

(4)
Grazing Lands Projects: projects designed to transfer and accelerate the application of grazing lands science and technology; and

(5)
Public Education/Awareness: activities designed to educate grazing landowners (including small, limited resource and minority producers) and the general public about the environmental, ecological, and economic benefits of grazing lands conservation.
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Our partnerships and accomplishments on grazing lands are excellent.  In New Mexico this has largely been achieved by the grassroots partnerships developed with the New Mexico Association of Conservation Districts sponsored GLCI activities. In order to strengthen these partnerships and to ensure the continued success of the GLCI process, the following actions will be taken:

(1) Continue to work with your districts to maintain current strategic plan for grazing lands.

(2) Continue to offer NRCS technical assistance and encourage districts and interested conservation partners to become active GLCI participants.

(3) Be sure to work closely with George Chavez your state GLCI coordinator.  George has statewide GLCI coordination responsibilities and will be able to assist you with GLCI questions and activities.
