Purpose.  To provide a procedure for obtaining tentative landowner permission when
State Trust Lands are included in an EQIP application. 
Expiration Date.  September 30, 2004
One of the EQIP requirements for a complete application is either the landowner’s signature on the application or a letter from the landowner signifying concurrence in the installation of planned structural conservation practices.  The landowner approval is required prior to completion of the application process.

In previous years, applicants planning to install conservation practices on State Trust Lands had to have an improvement permit issued by the State Land Office.  In many cases, the applicants were reluctant to apply for the permits because they did not know whether their EQIP application would be approved for funding.   

The attached letter has been prepared for applicants to use in notifying the State Land Office of their intent to apply for EQIP funding to install conservation practices on State Trust Lands.  This letter is not mandatory, but some method of obtaining State Land Office tentative approval must be received with the signature of the local field representative of the State Land Office in order for the EQIP application to be processed.  State Land Office local representatives have been informed of the content of the letter and this Bulletin.
If the EQIP application is approved for funding, the applicant will need to apply for and have been issued an Improvement Permit prior to the start of any work.  The local field representative’s signature on the letter authorizing the application does not guarantee that a permit will be approved.
