Purpose.  To transmit Version 2 of the CIN calculator

This bulletin announces the release of Version 2 of the CIN calculator.  This version of the calculator replaces all previous and draft versions, and is required for use on all NRCS 
New Mexico program payment calculations.  Users are required to email final results to the
New Mexico State Office utilizing functionality built into the calculator, and file paper and/or electronic copies of calculator results in appropriate customer files as they are completed.  The calculator is attached and is available on the NRCS New Mexico website at http://www.nm.nrcs.usda.gov/technical/fotg/section-1/social-econ.html by clicking on the “CIN Calculator” link.
The Version 2 of the CIN calculator has been updated to:

· Include 2003 and 2004 components
· Allow users to determine if funds from outside the CIN should be used to pay overages

· Offer improved tracking of contract funds

The calculator is required to:

· Improve uniformity across NRCS NM field offices in payment calculation methods.

· Provide a consistent means of documenting actual producer bills for cost list components.

The required use of the CIN calculator will be revisited once the reporting capabilities of ProTracts are fully deployed.  Until that time, all payments, including those prepared as deliverable items by Farm Bill employees, should utilize the calculator.
