Expiration Date.  September 30, 2004  

A statewide evaluation cutoff date for EQIP was set on February 13, 2004.  Some Designated Conservationists and Local Working Groups have indicated an interest in having a second evaluation period in FY 2004.  This bulletin provides instructions for those Designated Conservationists who are interested in having a second evaluation period.

No statewide second evaluation period will be held in FY 2004.  Designated Conservationists who do not want to hold a second evaluation period are not required to do so.
Designated Conservationists, after receiving recommendations from the Local Working Group, may request in writing authorization for a second evaluation period.  A formal Local Working Group meeting DOES NOT need to be held.  The request will be addressed to the State Conservationist and must be concurred by the Area Conservationist prior to submission.  Requests must be submitted by May 21, 2004.
The request will identify the proposed evaluation cutoff date, the ranking sheet(s) to be used (not all land uses need to be eligible), and the method(s) of public notification that will be used.  The evaluation cutoff date must be sent NO LATER than July 1, 2004.  Public notification must be provided at least 30 days prior to the evaluation cutoff date.
