Purpose.  Provide information on CSP Activities in New Mexico
Expiration Date.  September 30, 2004.
On May 19, 2004, Agriculture Secretary Ann Veneman announced the selection of priority watersheds for the 2004 CSP sign-up to be held this summer.  New Mexico is fortunate to be included in this first round of watersheds to be selected.  The selected watershed is the Tramperos/Punta de Agua watershed in New Mexico and Texas. The watershed is located predominantly in Union County, New Mexico and Hartley County, Texas.  

The CSP is aimed at identifying and rewarding those farmers and ranchers meeting the highest standards of conservation and environmental management on their operations.  Although the Tramperos/Punta de Agua watershed is one of the first 18 watersheds in the nation to be selected for CSP, plans are for additional watersheds to be selected each year until landowners in every watershed have had a chance to participate.

Field Office staffs should become aware of CSP provisions by reviewing information contained on the NRCS national website and information contained on the my.nrcs website.  Conservation district officials, agricultural leaders, and private individuals will be interested in progress on the program and have questions for field office staffs that will need to be answered.  Answers to questions should be based upon known facts and publicly released information, such as information on the above mentioned websites.
