Purpose.  To provide instructions for the use of WHIP funding for riparian restoration activities.
Expiration Date.  September 30, 2004  


ACTION REQUIRED BY:  July 30, 2004 –- Application Cut-Off


August 13, 2004  – Rankings Completed

New Mexico received a fund allocation of $189,600 through WHIP for riparian restoration activities on the Rio Grande and Pecos Rivers.  The purpose of the allocation is to restore areas formerly dominated by invasive species.  This bulletin sets forth the process that will be used for allocation of those funds.
The New Mexico Association of Conservation Districts (NMACD) has organized a series of public meetings to inform interested individuals of activities underway to assist in invasive species eradication and riparian restoration.  NRCS will participate in these meetings.  The meetings are scheduled in June and July.  District Conservationists are encouraged to attend the meetings held within their work area.

A revised WHIP ranking sheet and applicant questionnaire has been developed and is enclosed for your use.  Field offices with private and/or tribal lands in riparian areas of the Rio Grande and Pecos Rivers may accept applications through July 30, 2004  The application forms (CCC-1200 and 1200 appendix) for WHIP are available in ProTracts.  Ranking of the applications must be completed and entered into ProTracts by August 13, 2004. 
Eligible practices will only include those practices that are necessary to restore the riparian areas.  The ranking sheet places a high priority on areas where invasive species have already been controlled.  Funding is to be used primarily for vegetation establishment.
