Purpose.  To transmit information regarding migration of administrative responsibilities from FSA to NRCS.
Expiration Date.  September 30, 2004
Attached to this bulletin are two (2) joint memos, signed by NRCS and FSA, outlining changes in administrative responsibilities for EQIP that will take place October 1, 2004.  The transfer of responsibilities sets timeframes for activities that need to be accomplished by the end of the fiscal year in order for a smooth transition to occur.
Designated Conservationists are to review the attached memos and adhere to the timeframes identified.  Key timeframes are as follows:

August 1 – Review all active EQIP contracts, rescheduling practices and extending contract expiration dates as appropriate.  Information must be provided to FSA for entry into System 36.  Additional information about this process can be found in New Mexico Bulletin No. 300-4-22 issued July 7, 2004.
August 13 – Last day to provide FY2004 EQIP plan of operations to County FSA offices for entry into System 36, so that FSA can generate their CCC-1200.
September 1 – Last day for NRCS to provide signed EQIP contracts to county FSA offices for obligation of funds.  All signatures required must be included on the CCC-1200.

We will keep you informed of any additional information that comes out regarding the transfer of functions.  Questions or concerns regarding the information in the joint memos can be directed to John Gleim at (505) 761-4445 or Mike Neubeiser at (505) 761-4419.
Thank you for your efforts to meet these strict timelines.
