Background: We have been working for years with the Conservation Technology Information Center (CTIC) to tract the changes in residue management on cropland in NM.  The last time we were surveyed was in 2002.  This year we are asked to fill out the survey.
Action: We have included a form that shows the data for your county.  The Designated Conservationist is listed on the first page of the attachments.  The designated DC is to fill in the form for the crops that are grown in their county and send it back or fax it to Kelley Mullen at 761-4462.  Fill in the acres of each type of residue management for the 2004 column.  The total of all the cropland should equal the total of all cropland in the county.  You can adjust the total acres if they have changed (up or down).
The Designated Conservationist will not go to the field to make these determinations.  The determinations will be made through general knowledge of the cropland and consultations with the local CED, local County Extension Agent or other knowledgeable agricultural sources.

The Designated Conservationist will consult with other DCs in counties with more than one DC to combine the data for the report.
