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Public Listening Session on EQIP Scheduled in March

NRCS is reviewing and updating the priorities utilizing input from the public and affected stakeholders to ensure the program continues to address national resource needs.


Questions being used to guide the session will be:

1. What emerging natural resource issues are not addressed by the current national EQIP priorities?

2. What modifications, if any, are needed to the four existing national priorities?  Do these existing priorities continue to reflect the critical national resource needs and concerns?

Existing national priorities include reduction of non-point source pollution, reduction of emissions, reduction in soil erosion and sedimentation, and promotion of at-risk species habitat.
